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Sobre Loyola: “No advocate of innocence, he conducts dangerous flirtations with power from which he does not always emerge intact. Perhaps the dangers are crucial to the triumphs and the structure of his world is binary or divided, so that he seeks not peace and quiet by itself but islands of quiet in an urban sea”. 8

“Baroque was the first style to be diffused across the world to a wide range of non-European cultures”. 192

John Belcher, el primer arquitecto que pretendió descubrir el estilo correcto para el imperio británico: el Victorian Baroque, hacia 1880. “The style he hit upon was a frivolous, witty and inflated variant of Baroque” 198

“Public buildings and specially Town Halls were the favourite territory for Baroque designs in Edwardian Britain. The style was never applied as it had been in its Catholic and Continental heyday to churches and palaces, for it had picked up irreligious and suprapersonal connotations. The single ideological excuse for the style which seemed viable in twentieth-century Britain was an idea of public life, essentially of public pomp, which could be satisfied in no other way.” 199

“In the world of popular fantasy where Ludwig’s castles are at home, Baroque and Rococo have settled into fixed meanings.” 201

baroque: “a kind of misshapen pearl which had probably been discarded many times before someone recognized its possibilities” 211
